STUDENT‌ ‌TRANSPORTATION‌‌ ‌  

Chinook‌ ‌School‌ ‌Division‌ ‌(Chinook)‌ ‌shall‌ ‌provide‌ ‌transportation‌ ‌for‌ ‌students‌ ‌requiring‌ ‌access‌ ‌to‌‌ 
school‌ ‌in‌ ‌accordance‌ ‌with‌ ‌‌The‌ ‌Education‌ ‌Act‌,‌ ‌‌1995,‌ ‌The‌ ‌Highway‌ ‌Traffic‌ ‌Act‌,‌ ‌and‌ ‌‌The‌ ‌Vehicle‌‌ 
Administration‌ ‌Act‌.‌ ‌In‌ ‌addition,‌ ‌provisions‌ ‌are‌ ‌made‌ ‌for‌ ‌special‌ ‌use‌ ‌of‌ ‌buses‌ ‌to‌ ‌enable‌ ‌students‌‌ 
to‌ ‌participate‌ ‌in‌ ‌education‌ ‌and‌ ‌education-related‌ ‌activities.‌ ‌The‌ ‌Board‌ ‌strongly‌ ‌favors‌ ‌the‌ ‌practice‌‌ 
of‌ ‌using‌ ‌buses‌ ‌to‌ ‌transport‌ ‌students.‌ ‌However,‌ ‌the‌ ‌Board‌ ‌recognizes‌ ‌that‌ ‌there‌ ‌will‌ ‌be‌ ‌times‌‌ 
when‌ ‌it‌ ‌is‌ ‌impractical‌ ‌or‌ ‌inefficient‌ ‌to‌ ‌use‌ ‌school‌ ‌buses.‌ ‌In‌ ‌such‌ ‌cases,‌ ‌it‌ ‌is‌ ‌permissible‌ ‌for‌ ‌the‌‌ 
Director‌ ‌to‌ ‌make‌ ‌administrative‌ ‌procedures‌ ‌to‌ ‌use‌ ‌private‌ ‌vehicles.‌ ‌Clear‌ ‌direction‌ ‌must‌ ‌be‌‌ 
provided‌ ‌regarding‌ ‌the‌ ‌use‌ ‌of‌ ‌fifteen-passenger‌ ‌vans.‌‌ ‌  

Administrative‌ ‌Procedures‌ ‌relating‌ ‌to‌ ‌transportation‌ ‌services‌ ‌shall‌ ‌be‌ ‌developed‌ ‌by‌ ‌the‌ ‌Director.‌ ‌The‌‌ 
Director‌ ‌is‌ ‌responsible‌ ‌for‌ ‌providing‌ ‌student‌ ‌transportation‌ ‌services‌ ‌and‌ ‌administrative‌ ‌procedures‌‌ 
with‌ ‌due‌ ‌regard‌ ‌to‌ ‌safety,‌ ‌efficiency,‌ ‌client‌ ‌satisfaction‌ ‌(including‌ ‌parent‌ ‌complaints)‌ ‌and‌ ‌length‌ ‌of‌ ‌ride.‌‌ 
An‌ ‌annual‌ ‌student‌ ‌transportation‌ ‌accountability‌ ‌report‌ ‌shall‌ ‌be‌ ‌provided‌ ‌to‌ ‌the‌ ‌Board‌ ‌in‌ ‌regard‌ ‌to‌‌ 
these‌ ‌parameters.‌‌ ‌  

Specifically‌ 

1. Transportation‌ ‌for‌ ‌students‌ ‌residing‌ ‌in‌ ‌Chinook‌ ‌may‌ ‌be‌ ‌provided‌ ‌through‌ ‌a‌ ‌combination‌ ‌of‌‌ 
Division‌ ‌owned‌ ‌school‌ ‌buses,‌ ‌contractor‌ ‌school‌ ‌buses‌ ‌and‌ ‌private‌ ‌vehicles.‌ ‌

2. Chinook‌ ‌may‌ ‌provide‌ ‌transportation‌ ‌services‌ ‌to‌ ‌other‌ ‌school‌ ‌divisions‌ ‌under‌ ‌contract,‌ ‌when‌‌ 
approved‌ ‌by‌ ‌resolution‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌Board.‌ ‌

There‌ ‌may‌ ‌be‌ ‌circumstances‌ ‌or‌ ‌conditions‌ ‌making‌ ‌it‌ ‌necessary‌ ‌to‌ ‌arrange‌ ‌for‌ ‌transportation‌‌ 
other‌ ‌than‌ ‌through‌ ‌the‌ ‌provision‌ ‌of‌ ‌busing.‌ ‌The‌ ‌Director‌ ‌may‌ ‌make‌ ‌special‌ ‌arrangements‌‌
